Presbyter’s Letter 

 
Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 

 
Traditionally, Christian Church celebrates August 6th as the 
day of Transfiguration of Christ. It is a unique and glorious 
event in the life of Jesus and is the central messianic 
periscope.   
The Bible (Luke. 9:28-36) states that Jesus went to the 
mountain to pray. The Bible does not specify which 
mountain was the site of the transfiguration, but it is 
traditionally believed to be Mt. Tabor.  He took the inner 
circle of disciples Peter, James and John with Him. During 
the time of His transfiguration Jesus appeared in His 
eternally glorified state.  Moses and Elijah also appeared in 
glory and talked with Jesus. The sum and substance of the 
heavenly conversation that took place between Moses, 
Elijah and the Jesus was concerning the purpose of our 
Lord’s coming to earth which was to die for our sins. 
Peter was so overwhelmed with the awesomeness of the 
moment that he wanted to continue there.  For them it was 
the peak spiritual experience, an ultimate in the spiritual 
journey. That is the reason; he suggested putting up 3 tents 
wishing to remain in that experience.  Jesus realizing their 
innocence and their ignorance about the consequence of 
the spiritual experience directs them to get down the 
mountain to begin the messianic work.   
When they came down from the mountain top, a large crowd 
was waiting. A boy with evil spirit was also there to be 
healed.  Jesus rebuked the evil spirit and healed the boy. 
Jesus Christ rightly used his transfiguration experience to 
transform people and also enabled his disciples to do the 
same.   
So often in life we long to stay in our “mountain top” 
experiences but we must remind ourselves that often our 
ministry is in the valleys of life. It is often said that the most 
crucial part of worship is what happens after the 
benediction. Transfiguration experience should always 
remind us that down the valley there are people waiting for 
our healing presence, healing touch and the healing word.
