Presbyter’s Letter 

My dear friends in Christ,  
This month we are celebrating Pentecost day, the birth of 
Church.  After the ascension of Jesus Christ, 120 followers 
of Jesus gathered together in Jerusalem.  Suddenly the Spirit 
of God filled each of them and marked them with tongues of 
fire.   Let us analyse the effects of Pentecost and the lives of 
early Christians from the account of Acts. 
1.    Pentecost unites people. We read in Act 2:1 …they 

were all together in one place.  The event of crucifixion 
scattered the disciples while the Pentecost unites them.  
Their unity becomes a witness to the people gathered in 
Jerusalem.  As the spirit enabled them,  they spoke in 
different languages ,  but of the same gospel.  They all 
communicated the wonders of God in the language of 
the people.(Acts.2:11).  What happened here is the 
reverse of Babel event in O.T ( Genesis .11) 

2.   Peter proclaims God’s words. Peter once denied the 
Master but now stands with courage along with the 
eleven for an inspiring speech (Act.2:14).  The great 
miracle of Pentecost was that an illiterate could 
enlighten the multitude with the Word of God.   Peter 
preached with conviction of authenticity and authority 
that  won 3000 people in a day.  Peter called people to 
repentance and to baptism. 

3.    People pool the resources.  The crowd responded to the 
good news.  The spirit opened their eyes to see the 
differences between the haves and have-nots (2:44, 45).  
The greatest miracle was that the wealthy willingly sold 
their possessions to meet the needs of the less privileged 
brothers.    

When Holy Spirit came amazing things happened, unity was 
established, communities were formed, diseases were cured, 
races were reconciled, hope was established, people were 
blessed.And the Church was formed.  Today,  the same sprit 
of God is present.  Let’s welcome the Pentecost event. Let us 
pray  to God 
“COME HOLY SPIRIT,  UNITE  US YOUR PEOPLE”.
