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Dear brothers and sisters in Christ 
 
Greetings to you In the precious name of our Lord and 
Saviour Jesus Christ, 
 
February 17th  is the Ash Wednesday .The lent begins. This is a season 
set apart by the church for self-examination and purification of Christians. 
Cross is a symbol of shame, and humiliation became a sign of salvation 
and blessing after the death of our Lord and Saviour JESUS CHRIST 
  
I. The man of the cross 
Jesus was a man. He was more than man, but he was a man who ever 
lived. Simon Peter called him "Christ, the Son of the Living God” (Matt. 
16:16). John the Baptist testified "Behold the Lamb of God", which takes 
away the sin of the world (John 1:29). After the resurrection, Thomas 
exclaimed, "My Lord and my God" (John 20:28). 
 
II. The maker of the cross 
Who was responsible for the death of Jesus? If we were to look at the 
matter from merely a human standpoint, we might say that the Roman 
soldiers who nailed him to the cross were actually the orders of the 
deed. They carried out the execution orders and did a job similar to 
the one they had done many times before in a routine manner. If we want 
to go back a little farther, we might say that Jesus’ Crucifixion was 
Pilate's fault. If we wish to go back still further, we can blame the 
Jewish people, or we might blame Judas. Yet all of these are superficial 
ways of placing the blame. The death of Jesus was more than the death 
of any other man. It was an event that had been in the mind of God from 
the creation of the world. All of God’s dealings with humanity had 
pointed towards it. This was the Lord's doing. Christ had to die in order 
that God's redemptive programme be consummated. Humans are sinners 
both by nature and by practice, and they can never be good enough to 
save themselves. Humanity's sin drove Jesus to the cross. The poet 
says: 

 
It was I that shed the sacred blood 

I nailed Him to the tree 
I crucified the Christ of God 

I joined the mockery of all that shouting multitude 
I feel that I am one. 

And in that din of voices rude 
I recognize my own. 

 
We are planning to commence the 40th Anniversary celebrations of our 
Congregation, the first event of the same, a thanksgiving service and 
public meeting will be held on 25th March, 2010. 
 
I request your whole hearted co-operation and prayerful participation for 
the success of these events.
