Presbyter’s Letter 
My dear friends in Christ,  
 

“Sing a new song to the Lord. “  Ps. 98:1. 
Music is an important part of our life. It is a way of expression 
& reflects our mood. A happy song can lift our spirits. It has 
power to impress our minds.  The power of music and song 
has been known since the beginning of time. A large part of 
the Old Testament is a collection of songs.  
The Scripture repeatedly tells us to “Sing a new song unto 
the Lord.” Does that mean we should find a song we don’t 
know in the hymnal and sing it in every worship, No. But we 
can sing a new song by meditating on the words ,then we feel 
as if it is the first time that we have ever heard it. Hymns can 
touch our hearts in a mighty way, if we allow Holy Spirit to 
speak to us through the words of the song. Let me high light 
few points from the bible on how to improve our worship.  
1. Worship God with Our Song.  
We ought to give the best to our Lord. David the psalmist 
says in Psalms 100:2 “Serve the LORD with gladness; come 
before His presence with singing”. 
2.  Our Song should be a Reflection of Our Experience. 
What has the Lord done for you? That should reflect in our 
songs. 1 Chronicles 16:9-23  says “Sing to Him, sing psalms 
to Him; talk of all His wondrous works…Sing to the LORD, all 
the earth; proclaim the good news of His salvation from day 
to day. 
3.  Our Song Should Flow From a Fresh Experience 
Ps 33:3 Sing to Him a new song; play skillfully with a shout of 
joy. 
 
We have hymns that we love. But sadly, the words of these 
songs become so familiar to us that they lose their meaning. 
We begin singing words with our lips instead of with our 
hearts. "The effectiveness of worship is not measured by 
atmosphere, or by how fast the songs are sung, or how 
deeply we meditate in solitude…True worship is always 
measured by the response of the believer’s heart to God." 
While we celebrate choir day on 7th October, I wish all good 
wishes to our  choir members and leaders.
